Thane Municipal Corporation 
(TMC) has directed Thane’s 
upscale Lodha Amara town-
ship to add two feeding spots 
after The Free Press Journal 
reported growing dis-
putes among the resi-
dents over the feed-
ing of community 
animals. The civic 
body has also 
directed the town-
ship’s administration 
to sensitise the residents 
on the treatment of animals 
and feeders. 

On September 10, The Free 
Press Journal reported that 
Lodha Amara, spread over 50 
acres, was witnessing intense 
stand-off between 22 animal 
feeders and over 600 of their 
neighbours over their differ-
ences in opinion for feeding 
the strays. Many of the female 
feeders had also filed a police 
complaint against a few resi-

dents for recording them 
while feeding and sharing it 
on a WhatsApp group, incit-
ing harassment. 

Taking cognisance of the 
report, TMC’s veterinary 
department and government-
appointed animal welfare 

officers visited the 
society on October 8. 

The team observed 
that an animal wel-
fare committee is 
not yet functional 

in the society as per 
law to prevent 

human-animal con-
flic,t and tensions were 
repeatedly arising in the 
township due to non-
compliance with the ear-
lier instructions. 

On Monday, the civic 
body’s veterinary officer 
issued a notice asking ani-
mal friends to cooperate 
with the animal birth con-
trol programme, conduct 
sensitisation programmes 
for the residents.

15-year-old student dies of suicide, faced 
‘humiliation, assault’; 2nd case in a week

The Rabale police on 
Thursday booked two women 
for abetment to suicide after a 
15-year-old Class 10 student 
from Ghansoli allegedly died 
by suicide following humili-
ation and assault by her 
friend’s mother and neigh-
bour. 

The victim, Shamika 
Nagesh Gawde, lived with her 
parents in Talavali, Ghansoli, 
and was preparing for her 

board exams at a private 
tuition class. Police said 
Shamika had a minor quarrel 
with a classmate during her 
tuition on Wednesday even-
ing. Though the matter was 
settled, the classmate told her 
mother Reshma Santosh 
Gavande, 42, about it, after 
which Gavande, allegedly 
called Shamika to her home 
same day. 

At her residence, Gavande, 
along with her neighbour 
Mayuri Somanath Naikwadi, 
40, allegedly humiliated the 

girl, used insulting remarks 
about her parents, and 
slapped her. Deeply hurt and 
distressed, Shamika returned 
home and later hanged her-
self. Her mother found her 
unresponsive around 7.45pm 
and rushed her to Airoli 
municipal hospital, where 
doctors declared her dead on 
arrival. A two-page suicide 
note recovered from the house 
detailed the incident and con-
tained an apology to her par-
ents. Based on the note and 
initial inquiry, Rabale Police 

registered a case under 
Sections 107 and 3(5) of the 
Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita (BNS) 
against the two accused for 
abetment to suicide. 

“Investigation suggests that 
the accused women’s actions 
caused emotional distress to 
the minor, leading to her sui-
cide. The incident comes close 
on the heels of another Class 
10 student’s suicide in Airoli 
last week wherein the girl died 
by suicide after the principal 
allegedly insulted her in the 
class.

A yoga instructor from 
Santacruz West was 
cheated by two men posing 
as policemen, collecting 
money to distribute clothes 
and food to the poor. The 
complainant, Anand Joshi, 
67, lodged a complaint at 
Santacruz police station on 
Wednesday, saying that he 
was convinced with the nar-
rative that his neighbour 
donated Rs10,000 and was 
shown a fake entry in a reg-
ister. 

When Joshi asked about 
payment, they asked him to 
scan a QR code, and he 
transferred Rs2,000. Later, 
his neighbour informed 
him that the men were 
impostors. It was found that 

their uniforms were fake 
and they had arrived on a 
motorcycle. 

In a separate case on 
Thursday, a hotel and lodge 
owner, Ratikrushna 
Patnaik, 55, from Goregaon 
West, complained to 
Bangur Nagar police on 
Thursday of being cheated 
by a man posing as a crime 
branch officer named 
‘Prakash’ seeking a room, 
purportedly for VIP bando-
bast duty. When the lodge 
staff later asked him for his 
ID or payment, he refused, 
allegedly threatened them, 
and left without paying. 

In both cases, offences 
have been registered under 
Section 204 (personating a 
public servant) and other 
relevant provisions of the 
Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita.

In the Mithi river desilting 
scam, the sessions court has 
refused to grant bail to Ketan 
Kadam of Virgo Specialties Pvt 
Ltd, observing financial trans-
actions traced to his shell com-
panies. A key accused in the 
case, he allegedly conspired 
with BMC officers, compelling 
the contractor to hire 
machines at an inflated rent 
from his firm, with certain con-
ditions added by him to the 
tender. The scam allegedly 
caused a loss of Rs65 crore to 
the BMC. 

The defence claimed that 
the allegations in the FIR and 
in the chargesheet are based 
on assumptions. Kadam’s law-
yer said there is no material 
showing that the tender condi-
tions were added at his behest. 
The defence pointed out that 
the BMC, on the one hand, 
defended the specifications 
and use of the machines in 
court, but on the other hand 
questioned the cost and their 

use by BMC officials. They also 
said that the BMC officials have 
not been arrested, even though 
the high court has not granted 
them any interim protection. 
The court, however, said that 
the non-arrest of co-accused 
cannot be ground for Kadam’s 
release on bail. 

The prosecution objected to 
the bail, and claimed that 
Kadam is the mastermind of 
the scam. He bore the expenses 
for tour and hotel charges of 
BMC officials on visits to Delhi 
and Kerala for examination of 
specification and demonstra-
tions of the machines. He alleg-
edly spent this amount much 
before the terms and condi-
tions for the use of machines 
were specified. The prosecu-
tion alleged Kadam was hand-

in-glove with the BMC officials 
and other co-accused. 

Relying on the documents 
presented by the prosecution, 
the court noted that Virgo 
Specialties transferred Rs6 
crore to buy machines. Of this 
amount, Rs2.41 crore was 
transferred to the personal 
account of the applicant, the 
court said, adding that even 
though it has been claimed that 
it was salary for Kadam as the 
CEO, there’s no document to 
justify “such a huge salary”. 

Besides, the court noted that 
the successful bidder had 
transferred various amounts 
into the bank account of 
Groupo Solution and Woder 
India, two companies formed 
by Kadam. “This prima facie 
shows that the applicant 
wrongfully gained from the 
desilting contract given to 
other contractors,” the court 
noted, observing that the suc-
cessful bidder transferred 
Rs50 lakh to Groupo Solution, 
which transferred Rs41.94 lakh 
into the account of Woder 
India.

Panvel ward 
boundaries:

The State Election 
Commission (SEC) has given 
its final approval to the ward 
structure for the upcoming 
Panvel Municipal 
Corporation elections. The 
decision comes amid grow-
ing discontent among politi-
cal parties, who claim their 
objections and suggestions 
were ignored. The draft ward 
structure was open for public 
feedback from September 3-
15, during which 282 objec-
tions were submitted. Public 
hearings, held from 
September 16-22 with the dis-
trict collector in attendance, 
witnessed participation from 
only 101 citizens. Following 
these hearings, the final draft 
was forwarded to the Urban 
Development Department 
for approval, after which the 
SEC confirmed 20 wards 
represented by 78 corpor-
ators, based on the 2011 
Census. However, political 
reactions have been strongly 
critical; leaders have voiced 
dissatisfaction over the SEC’s 
decision to reject all objec-
tions.
